Académie Sainte-Famille & Historic Museum of Tracadie

Built between 1910 and 1912, this former school was once
managed by the Religious Hospitallers of Saint Joseph. Today,
it is recognized as a provincial historic heritage site. The
Tracadie Historical Museum, located on the second floor of
the Académie Sainte-Famille, is the only museum in Eastern
Canada that offers an overview of what a leprosarium was
like in the 19th century.
